She was born a matakite child, with the hood 
completely wrapped in a fine membrane. This type 
of birth is generally known by indigenous and native 
people as being born with a special gift.  

Wai knew she was different from others, through what she termed her 
‘knowing’. Before she actually realized, she could see or read thoughts or 
intentions of others already as a child. Today Wai  is known as a world 
leader in the teachings of shamanism and she is sharing her wisdom 
throughout the world. 
While working Wai is directly connected with the ancestors and the 
universe from where she receives messages and leading. This way healing 
and knowledge both for the individual as well as for the whole group can 
come in. Wai has a very empathetic and soft way to work with people . 
 
 



 

Dave Hegglun is a famous carver and a healer 
from New Zealand. He has a deep connection to the 
nature and is receiving wisdom directly from the 
nature beings in different ways. No wonder that he 
has a huge knowledge about healing herbs and plants 
as he is communicating with the little people, the 

rivers, the trees and stones. Being able to communicate with a stone Dave  
is creating beautiful art with his carvings. Dave is sharing his wisdom and 
knowledge in a lovely and natural way. 
 

 

Ayako Goh is from Singapore and a young artist 
who is working with nature spirits a lot. She is talking 
to trees and stones and crystals especially. She is 
doing healing art and personal intuitive drawings for 
people.
