How to get Google earth
(You can skip this whole chapter if you already have Google Earth installed on your computer)
Step 1
First you need to download Google Earth from the Internet. You can find the software on the website http://earth.google.com/ .

Step 2
In the top right corner you can see a button that says “Download Google Earth (Free)”. Click this button. Now you are asked to agree to the terms and conditions. This is necessary to download Google Earth.

Step 3
Modern versions of Microsoft Internet Explorer or Mozilla Firefox will block the download. In this case, right above the Heading “Explore, Search and Discover“, you will find a yellow or orange information bar:
(Circled red)
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Click on this information bar, and choose from the options given “Download File”  (Internet Explorer) or “Allow” (Firefox).

Now a window will pop up asking you weather you want to run or save this file. Select the option “Save”.

The download starts now and might take a while to be finished.

Step 4
After your download is completed, locate the downloaded file “Google_Earth_BZXD”, wich is usually located in the folder “Downloads”. If you can’t find it, use the search option under “Start” > “Search” > “Files and Folders” to find it.
Step 5

Note: To install software you need administrators rights on your computer (applies to e.g computers with more than one user, computers at work, etc.)
Double-click “Google_Earth_BZXD” and select “run” in the window popping up. If you have a modern version of windows, another window will pop up asking you if you want to continue or cancel. Select “Continue”.

Step 6
Follow the easy instructions to finish the installation (For Windows, ususally just click “next” when it shows up).

How to open “Hikoi 2008.kmz”
Requirements: 
It is required to have Google Earth already installed on the computer where you wish to open this file.
Step 1:
Download on the file by clicking on the Link. The same Information Bar as described in “How to get Google Earth > Step 3” might come up. Again, select “Download File” or “Allow”. Now the Download-Window will pop up asking you weather you want to open or save the file. Select “Save”.
Step 2:
Locate the file on your computer and double-click it. Google Earth will open now automatically.

In the left bar, at the very Bottom of “My Places” (Yellow), there will be a new place usually called  “~GEDF99.kmz” (Red).
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Now click on the little “+” in front of “~GEDF99.kmz”, and you will see the folder “Hikoi 2008” with all its Placemarks.

Step 3:
You will notice that some of the boxes in front of the names are ticked. You can change between ticked and not ticked by just clicking the box with your mouse. Make sure that the only boxes ticked are the ones in front of “Temporary places”, “~GEDF99.kmz” and everything inside that. They should be ticked automatically.

Step 4:
After ticking these files and unticking everything else in “My Places”, you can click on  the “play”-button (Circled Blue). Google Earth is now going to show you the Hikoi Route, from Wellington International Airport Up to the North Coast and back to Wellington.

Please notice that only the major Places visited on the Hikoi Tour 2008 are place-marked, there are several short trips to local attractions that are not included in this overview of the travel routes, but are included in the Travel Plan Document.

Step 5:
When you close Google Earth, it will alert you that there are unsaved files in the “temporary”-Folder and ask you wheather you want to save the files or not. It is recommended to select the option “Save” so you can access the Folder whenever you want while using Google Earth.
